 ESSAY RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 

 

ELIGIBILITY 

 

1. Presidential Award: Must be a voting member in good standing with the Florida Society of 

Radiologic Technologists. 

 

2. Gary Beck Award: Must be a student member in good standing with the Florida Society of 

Radiologic Technologists. (Track two Radiation Therapy student submitting therapy essays 

shall be considered second year students.) 

 

3. Each applicant must be a member in good standing with the Florida Society of Radiologic 

Technologists of the year the essay is being submitted, and must maintain their membership 

status from the time of application until the end of the Annual Conference.  No essay will be 

eligible for judging unless a copy of the applicant's F.S.R.T. membership card is received 

along with the essay.  (Copies of applications and checks will not suffice as evidence of being 

a F.S.R.T. member.) 

 

THOSE NOT ELIGIBLE 

 

1. Board of Directors 

2. Supporting members  (other than students) 

 

MANUSCRIPTS 

 

1. Manuscripts must be doubled spaced, in standard manuscript style and be referenced in a 

recognized collegiate referencing style. (i.e.  APA or MLA) The essay will only be accepted 

in electronic format (MS Word). 

 

2. All student essays should be screened to ensure that correct referencing is used and that the 

essay contains no plagiarism or references that identify the program.  THE ESSAY 

COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN WILL IMMEDIATELY DISQUALIFY ANY PAPER 

THAT IS NOT CORRECTLY REFERENCED. 
 

3. Manuscripts submitted for awards become the property of the F.S.R.T., and the F.S.R.T. Essay 

Committee Chairman will send via e-mail, copies of the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place papers to the 

F.S.R.T. President and Communication Coordinator.  

 

4. The subject matter of the manuscript must be directly related to Radiology. 

 

5. Manuscripts must be original with the author submitting it, and cannot have been previously 

published or accepted for publication prior to the Annual Conference. 
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6. Manuscripts should be at least 1500 words, not including explanation of visual aids. 

 

7. A statement attesting to the fact that the manuscript is the author's own work must be 

submitted. 

 

8. All pages must be numbered. 

 

9. All submissions will be submitted via e-mail. No hard copy submissions will be accepted. 

 

10. Upon receipt by the Essay Chairman, an acknowledgment e-mail will be sent to the entrant to 

confirm receipt. 

 

13. ALL PAPERS WILL BE SCREENED BY THE ESSAY COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN FOR 

THE ABOVE CRITERIA BEFORE BEING JUDGED.  ALL ESSAYS WILL BE 

SUBMITTED TO TURNITIN TO ENSURE THE SUBMITTED ESSAY IS ORIGINAL 

WORK.  All essays disqualified will be returned to the entrant with an explanation as to why 

the essay was disqualified.  Program Directors will be notified of any student essays that have 

been disqualified.  

 

**The first place winning essay will submit by e-mail, a one page abstract of their paper to the 

Essay chairman.** 
 

 

DEADLINE 

 

Essays must be e-mailed with the subject titled "FSRT Essay Competition" and received no later than 

15 April 2012.  The essays should be e-mailed to latimerm@palmbeachstate.edu

The essay must be accompanied by a cover sheet with the following information:  (also see sample 

cover sheets)

JUDGING 

 

The Essay Chair of the F.S.R.T. shall name three judges, who are in good standing of the F.S.R.T. or 

subject matter experts in medical imaging to evaluate the papers.  They will be known only to the 

Essay Chair and the F.S.R.T. President, and their decisions will be final.  Judging will be based on the 

following criteria: 
 

Evidence of individual effort or ingenuity;  Outstanding   - 15 

and/or a new position, device, technique  Above Average    - 10 

or principle in a diagnostic procedure; or  Average       -   5 

a new application of an existing position  Little or none          -   0 

         

 

Educational value and interest to the  Outstanding         - 15 

field of radiology    Above Average     - 10 

Average    -   5 

Little or none      -   0 

 

Organization of material - 

Is material presented in a logical and Outstanding         - 15 

orderly sequence: If visual material is Above Average     - 10 

used, is it necessary, and if not used,                            Average    -   5 

is the text self-explanatory?

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A minimum number of points will be assigned to each category and placement.  In order to win a 

specific placement, the essay, when judged, must meet that minimum point level.  For example, to win 

the Presidential Award, a technologist's paper must score an overall average of 50 points from each 

judge.  Therefore, if there are three judges involved, the essay must score 150 total points to win the 

award. 

 

The assigned minimum points per category are: 

     

Technologist Paper:   - Average of at least 50 points per judge 

 

Student Papers: 

First Place  - Average of at least 50 points per judge 

Second Place  - Average of at least 45 points per judge 

Third Place  - Average of at least 40 points per judge 

 

If these minimum points are not met, there will not be an award given for that particular place 

standing. Additionally, a total of 10 student essays must be submitted for the competition to be held.  If 

fewer than 10 student essays are submitted, the essays will be returned to the authors with a cover 

letter explaining that the competition has been cancelled.

ELIGIBILITY 
 

1. All voting members in good standing and student members in good standing with the Florida 

Society of Radiologic Technologists. 

 

2. All applicants must maintain their membership status from the time of application until the end 

of the Annual Conference. 

 

THOSE NOT ELIGIBLE 
 

1. Board of Directors 

2. Supporting members  (other than students) 

 

 

POSTER DISPLAY CONTENGENCIES 
 

1. A poster displayer may submit only ONE scientific poster for competition at the F.S.R.T. 

Annual Conference. 

 

2. Scientific posters must be the original work of the individuals submitting them, and cannot be 

commercially prepared.  Courtesy recognition will not be permitted. 

 

3. Scientific posters submitted for award consideration must not have been shown previously at an 

Annual Conference of the Florida Society of Radiologic Technologists. 

 

4. Scientific posters previously displayed at a F.S.R.T. district society conference are eligible for 

competition. 

 

5. Scientific posters previously presented at any radiological conference (e.g. R.S.N.A., A.C.R., 

A.S.R.T., state radiological societies, conferences of the A.M.A., or any other medical 

conference) are not eligible for competition. 
 
 
APPLICATION 
 

1. All applications for space in the poster display area must be e-mailed to the poster display 

chairman no later than 30 April 2011.  

 

2. The title and a brief description of the poster display must accompany the application for space. 

 

3. Student application for space must be signed by the program director, and must include the 

name(s) of the student(s) submitting the poster display. 

 

4. A copy of the all listed applicant’s current F.S.R.T. membership card must accompany 

the application. 
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5. A list of poster confirmed competition participants will be posted on the F.S.R.T. website. 

 

6. All applications for poster display space must be on the form provided by the F.S.R.T. 

 

7. Final acceptance is dependent upon the satisfactory completion of all of the above criteria. 

 

8. The application form must list the names of all the individual poster displayers.  The name of 

the hospital, institution, or office may appear on the application as part of the address. 

 

9. NO IDENTIFICATION MAY BE SHOWN UNTIL AFTER THE JUDGING. 

 

 

 

SUBJECT MATTER 
 

1. Poster display subject matter will be chosen by the poster displayer. 

 

2. The subject matter should be pertinent to the field of radiologic technology, which includes all 

modalities employed in the field of radiology for the diagnosis and/or treatment of disease. The 

poster may include images, charts, descriptive material, technical factors, photographs, etc., as 

are deemed necessary and that can be contained within the allotted space. 

 

3. Poster displays should demonstrate originality of subject matter, be of general interest and 

value to other technologists from both practical and educational viewpoints, and be of technical 

excellence. 

 

4. Poster displays should show no names or photographs that could identify the patient, 

institution, or department to the judging individuals. 

 

 

SCIENTIFIC POSTER DISPLAY - MECHANICS 
 

1. The F.S.R.T. will provide adequate table space for each display.   

 

2. Title of the poster display and all poster-displayed material must be contained within the 

allotted poster display space. 

 

3.  The poster material should not exceed 36" x 48", a standard Tri-Fold Corrugate Display Board 

is suggested. 

 

4. Poster display space will be assigned by the poster display chairman.  The name of the 

displayer and place of employment or educational institution must be given to the poster 

display chairman before receiving permission to set up the display.   

 

5. No viewboxes or any type of illuminator will be allowed in the display area.  Only available 

room light may be used in displaying the scientific poster. 
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6. FINAL ACCEPTANCE OF THE POSTER DISPLAY FOR JUDGING IS DEPENDENT 

UPON THE SATISFACTORY COMPLETION OF ALL OF THE ABOVE CRITERIA. 

 

 

INSTALLING AND DISMANTLING POSTER DISPLAYS/DISPLAYS 
 

1. All spaces will be assigned by the Poster display Chairman. 

 

2. All poster displays must be installed and ready for viewing by the time specified by the Poster 

display Chairman.  Notification of time deadlines will be sent to each poster displayer after 

receipt of poster display application. 

 

3. Each poster displayer will arrange his/her own poster display under the direction of the poster 

display chairman. 

 

4. If a poster displayer is unable to assemble and dismantle his/her own poster display/display in 

the poster display area, he/she shall designate IN WRITING, a proxy to assume this 

responsibility for him/her. 

 

5. Poster displays /displays must remain intact in the poster display area until the morning of the 

final day of the Annual Conference.  Poster displayer applicants will be notified of removal 

deadlines. 

 

6. Poster displays/displays that are not dismantled by the specified time will be digarded. 

 

 

 

POSTER DISPLAYS/DISPLAYS HOURS 

 

The scientific poster displays/displays will be open daily at the hours specified in the official program. 

 

 

LIABILITY 

 

The poster displayer shall assume responsibility for his/her poster display.  The Florida Society of 

Radiologic Technologists will not be responsible for loss or damage.  The F.S.R.T. will take all 

reasonable precautions to assure the safety of poster displays/displays during the period of viewing. 

 

 

JUDGING 
 

1. Three (3) judges shall be selected by the President of the Florida Society of Radiologic 

Technologists.  Their names shall be known only to the President and the chairman of the 

Poster display Committee.  The judges shall be responsible to the President and their decision 

will be final. 

 

2. The judges will view the poster displays/displays on the first day of the Annual Conference for 

the purpose of judging and selecting the winning poster displays. 
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3. In order to be eligible for an award, poster displays or displays must meet certain minimum 

scores.  These minimum scores shall be established annually by the Poster display Committee 

based on the overall scores submitted by the judges. 

 

4. Poster displays/displays shall be judged in accordance with the following criteria:
